Information:  You must collect a picture and provide a brief explanation of each of the examples listed below. 

· Paste or staple the picture to the chart and write a small background underneath it.  

· Match each number to the numbers on the Chart (look on the board for an example
· The examples used must be prevalent during your time period, meaning a person born in 1920 does not count, however if he is a famous author in 1954 you may use him then.
· Remember your information listed is background and main points. What did they do and who were they, what that makes them important during your time period.

· You will receive ½ the points for your info and ½ the points for your picture. I.e. 6 points = 3 for a picture and 3 for the background info
Find:

1. Four prominent (important) World Leaders during your time period (12pts)
2. Two Musicians or styles of Music that occurred during your time period (6 pts)
3. Two scientific break through's or discoveries that occurred during your time period (6 pts)
4. Two world events (Olympics, world fairs, natural disasters) that occurred during your time period (6 pts)
5. Two U.S. historical events (Important domestically) from your time period (6 pts)
6. Two important Inventions created during your time period (6 pts)
7. Two pieces of Art or Artists that were a part of your time period

8. Two major actors, movies or pieces of Literature that were part of your time period (look hard) (6 pts)
9. Big Picture – The most important event that occurred during your time period.  This must be hand drawn and you need to write a paragraph on the back of your chart to explain what happened and why it was important. Include the time period across the top of your Big Picture. (21 pts) 10 for explanation and 11 for artistic representation.
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
