	I. Daily requirements
	A. Materials

1. A pen or pencil, a flash drive 512MB to 1GB or more, a Notebook dedicated to the class and a folder or binder section to hold handouts.
B. Class Conduct

1. Students are expected to be sitting in their assigned seat when class starts.
2. Obtain permission before speaking or before leaving your seat. (No Blurting)
3. During discussion or lecture only one person (student or teacher) should be talking at a time so that everyone can hear what is being discussed.

4. Be respectful to yourself and all other people and property in the classroom at all times.

5. Nothing is to be thrown in the classroom.

6. No eating or drinking in the classroom except water 
7. Dismissal of the class is performed by the teacher i.e. be in your seat and quiet before dismissal.  The class will be held over into breaks if all students are not seated when dismissal time comes.

8. Cheating in any form including talking to anyone other than the instructor during examinations will result in a zero on the quiz or test.

9. Obey all school rules. (Dress Code etc.) 

	II. Course Requirements
	A. Late Work

1. No late work will be accepted.

2. An assignment is considered late if handed in after being requested by the instructor.

B. Binder/Notebook
1. The student’s binder will contain class notes, all assignments, and exams in separate sections divided by tabs or dividers.
2. Keep all work – If you dispute a grade in the grade book you must have the assignment to back up your claim. (Mr. S. I turned that in….Show me)
3. You are responsible for getting any missing notes from another student, any missing assignments from the instructor. You must make arrangements to make-up tests. I do not recommend missing FAST TRACK days, too much is covered each day to catch up. 


	III. Grading
	A. Participation and NEST Points
1. Points are earned for participation in class everyday/This is a grade in the grade book and reflected on your NEST card. Students should pick up their NEST card at the beginning of each day 
2. Points are earned in the following manner:
a. Participating in all class activities

b. Being on time

c. Being prepared

d. Being respectful
3. Points can also be lost for failing to do the above, excessive issues will be addressed with parent contacts.
B. Point System

1. All assignments, participation, tests, and projects will be graded on a points system.
2. At the end of each grading period a percentage scale is used to calculate grades based on the total number of points possible during a given grading period
100-90% = A
89-80% = B

79-70% = C

69-60% = D

59% and below =F
3. It is Millennium Highs policy not to give credit for anything below a C.

	IV. Checking on your student 
	1. The AERIES online Gradebook will be a measure for how your student has done each week during FAST TRACK. Remember a week of FAST TRACK is equal to five weeks of school during the regular year. 

2. Contact the office to get your login information for AERIES if you haven’t done so already.

	V. Miscellaneous
	A. Grade updates will be done per the school’s scheduled grade reporting.  My grade book is always available via AERIES web access. It will be updated daily during FAST TRACK.
B. I will contact parents if discipline issues are interfering with the students' ability to learn, or if the student is struggling academically. FAST TRACK is not the time for continuing discipline issues. Students may be asked to leave the class and will earn an F in the class if discipline issues persist. U.S. History in FAST TRACK is a privilege that can be revoked if students are not focused on school.
C. Special assistance is always available.

1. If a student needs extra help with a concept they can come by before school starts, after school ends or at any break time during the day.
D. By taking this course during FAST TRACK all students agree to meet during the following year during lunch when the STAR tests are approaching for refresher review sessions. Failure to attend these reviews will result in an adjustment to the grade earned during FAST TRACK by one letter grade. i.e. a B could become a C if you fail to attend.
