· Bear Flag Rebellion in California

· Annexation of Cuba (Platt Amendment)

· Sphere of influence in China-Boxer Rebellion

· You will create a 12 slide Power Point
· You must use at least 4 sources and include 1 sources slide that does not count toward the slide total
· You will also need a title slide that includes a title and a list of all contributing members (this slide does not count toward your total slide count)

· You should have at least 4 slides dedicated to the three areas key aspects of the historical United States imperial endeavor, the reason the United States engaged in the imperialistic action, and how it has influenced present day society

· Research your area (Class research time will be provided), but you might need to utilize out of class time to complete research

	Content - Accuracy 
	All content throughout the presentation is accurate. There are no factual errors.

	Originality 
	Presentation shows considerable originality and inventiveness. The content and ideas are presented in a unique and interesting way. 
	Presentation shows some originality and inventiveness. The content and ideas are presented in an interesting way. 
	Presentation shows an attempt at originality and inventiveness on 1-2 cards. 
	Presentation is a rehash of other people's ideas and/or graphics and shows very little attempt at original thought. 

	Effectiveness 
	Project includes all material needed to gain a comfortable understanding of the topic. It is a highly effective study guide. 
	Project includes most material needed to gain a comfortable understanding of the material but is lacking one or two key elements. It is an adequate study guide. 
	Project is missing more than two key elements. It would make an incomplete study guide. 
	Project is lacking several key elements and has inaccuracies that make it a poor study guide.
